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Executive Summary

The Overall Economic Situation

Office of the National Economic and Social Development Board announced the Thai
Economy expanded by 3.9%, improving from 3.3% in 2016 while export, private consumption
and total investment increased by 3.9%, 3.2% and 0.90% respectively. The headline inflation
averaged 0.7% and the current account remained in surplus of 10.8% to GDP.

Labour Force In 2017, Thailand’s population composed of 55.96 million of labour
force with the age of 15 years or above. The economically active population were at 38.10
million including 37.46 million employed, 0.45 million unemployed persons
and 0.19 seasonally inactive persons.

Every 100 persons were 68 - 69 labour force who were 66 - 67 employed and
1-2 unemployed persons. For employed group were 19 - 20 Insured persons under article 33
of the Social Security Act. Moreover, there were 16 - 17 part-time workers, and also
0 - 1 person who worked lower than 35 hours per week and needed more time. Moreover,
31 -32 persons who were economically inactive population could categorize into household
workers, students, children, old incapable to work, and others. In addition, every 100

employed people, there were around 8 - 9 migrant workers.

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Labour force participation Labour force participation rate (KILM1) was at 68.09%,

decrease slightly from the previous year by 68.81%. Therefore, the Inactivity ratio (KILM13)
which was the difference index of KILM1 was at 31.91%. Employment-to-population rate or
employment rate of the working-age population (KILM2) was at 66.94%, decreasing slightly
from 67.78% of last year.

About employment with regard to working conditions (KILM 3), it was found that those
the highest rate was from the self - employed group with 50.72% while the wage and
salaried workers rate was 49.28%

Employment rate classified by sector (KILM4) was found that agriculture with 31.469%,
decreasing from 31.16% of last year. For non-agriculture, the service sector was at 45.70%,
increasing slightly from 45.16% of last year, while the industry sector was at 22.85%,
decreasing from 23.68% of last year. The 3 top hiring industries of non-agricultural sector
were (1) wholesale, retail, repair of vehicles, motorcycles, and personal items, (2) production,
and (3) hotels and restaurants, respectively.

Employment Situation of Insured Persons - In 2017, a number of 10,840,579
insured persons under Article 33 of the Social Security Act increased from 10,840,579 persons
or increased from 1.16% to 3.13% in this year.

Unemployment rate (KILM9) was at 1 .05%, increasing from 1.18% of last year.

Classification by sex, males were slightly more unemployed than females. Those who were
graduated from universities were the most unemployed which was at 39.08%. The least
unemployed group, with only 4.73% of the total unemployed, were those who did not finish
higher than level of education. Part-time worker rate decreased from 16.83% to 17.13 %.
Time-related underemployment rate was at 0.68 %, decreasing slightly from 0.73 % of last
year.

Number of utilization for unemployment benefit until December 2 0 1 7 was at
140,273 persons. These change rate of utilization for unemployment benefit was -0.70%.
While, Number of utilization for laid off benefit until 2017 was 23,023 persons. These rate was
at 0.21% which was decreased from 0.28% of last year.

Employment of Migrant Workers Employment of Migrant Workers had

2,062,807 persons which could be divided into 7 groups as follow,

Firstly, Permanent group who was eligible for the permit to stay and work by the

provisions of the Announcement of the National Executive Council No.332, date 13t
December B.E” 2515 (1972) have 241 persons, (0.01%).
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Secondly, General groups who resided in the Kingdom, or were permitted to enter

the Kingdom temporarily under the Immigration law ; excluding the entrances of tourists or
transferees, etc. as stated in the Ministerial Regulations have 106,523 persons, (5.16%).
Thirdly, Nationality Verification groups : Myanmar, Laotian, Cambodian Migrant workers

who were temporarily permitted to stay in the Kingdom according to the Cabinet Resolution
and had completed their nationality verification had 1,248,611 persons, (60.44%).
Fourthly, MOU process groups : Myanmar, Laotian, Cambodian who were workers that

entered to work in the Kingdom under the memorandum of understanding between
the Government of Thailand and the parties had 582,726 persons, (28.22%).

Fifthly, Under the Board of Investment Promotion : Migrant workers who worked in the
Kingdom and receive privileges under the Board of Investment law, the Industrial Estate
Authority of Thailand Act B.E. 2522 (1979) and the Petroleum Act B.E. 2514 (1971) have
45,167 persons, (2.19%).

Sixthly, Minority Group : Migrant workers who entered or resided in the Kingdom but
were not entitled to receive Thai nationality under section 13 (3) (4) (5) comprise of the
followings : (4) Born in the Kingdom but not entitling to Thai nationality have 59,630 persons,
(2.89%).

Seventhly, Seasonal Worker Group : Myanmar, Laotian, Cambodian Migrant workers
who are temporarily permitted to stay Temporary workers had 19,909 persons, (0.96%).

The Cabinet Resolution on February 23, 2016, This figure composed of
1,178,678 migrant workers, with 723,360 Myanmar, 385,829 Cambodians, 69,489 Laotians. In
other word, it could say that these figured composes of 2 groups. Firstly, extended pink card
from the Cabinet Resolution on March 3, 2015 have 7 18,1 75 migrant workers from
305,403 Myanmar, 348,284 Cambodians and 64,488 Laotian. Secondly, TP/PP/TD/Cl holder
groups composed of 460,503 migrant workers from 417,957 Myanmars, 37,545 Cambodians
and 5,001 Laotians.

The Cabinet Resolution on November 10, 2015, Vietnamese migrant worker who

registered from 1 to 30 December 2015 have 1,569 persons.

Labour Skills The change rate of the number of who passed skill standard testing
decreases from 149.19% to -68.80%. The change rate of the number of who passed the skill
upgraded trainings decreased from 2.90% to -26.22%

Labour Productivity per Hour worked was 113.76 In 2017, increasing 4.42%. The
highest rank the change rate of industry is mining and quarrying while the lowest is electricity

gas and water supply.
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Employment Insurance

Since 2017 Regarding to National Wage Committee’s notification under the title of
minimum wage rate (No.8) effectiveness since January 1, 2017 and Wage rate according to
skill standards (No 3-6) had a wage range from 320-775 baht.

The rate of insured persons under Social Security Fund was 38.44% of the total
economically active population, increasing from 36.69 % of last year, while the rate of those
covered by the Workmen’s Compensation Fund was at 28.94% of the total insured persons
increases from 27.89% of last year. Total beneficiaries were 47.88% of total insured persons,
increasing from 34.96 % of last year. Informal labour under Social Security Protection article
39 and 40 is at 9.99%, increasing from 9.22% of last year.

Employment Situation of employers, 1.7 1 % are those who violated the Labour

Protection Act, increasing from 1.62% of last year. Most of the unfair treatments to the
workers included 5 issues namely; (1) labour welfare (welfare committee), (2) rules and
regulations, (3) registration, (4) holiday and (5) wage payment. Top five types of enterprises
which violated the Act are : (1) enterprises with 300 — 400 workers, (2) 50 - 99 workers,
(3) 1,000 workers or more, (4) 500 — 999 workers, (5) 20 — 49 workers and respectively.

Safe Environment and Working Situations There is 8.19% of employers who violated
the Occupational Health and Safety Act, increasing from 6.44% of last year. Most five types of
enterprises violating the Act are : (1) enterprises with 500 — 999 workers, (2) 1,000 workers or
more, (3) 100 - 299 workers, (4) 50 — 99 workers, and (5) 300 — 499 workers respectively.
Most five types of industries which violated the Act are 1) health care and social work,
2) production, 3) construction, 4) Transport, storage and communications and 5) education,
respectively.

Furthermore, there wss 7.96% of occupational injuries or disease rate per 1,000
workers decreasing from 8.51% of last year. There was 5.41% of occupational injuries or
disease: in case of temporary disability not over 3 days, decreasing 5.78% from previous
quarter, but decreasing from same previous quarter of last year. Last but not least, there was
2.55% of occupational injuries or disease, including temporary disability more than 3 days,
permanent partial disability, permanent total disabilities and death, decreasing at 2.74% from
last year.

Labour Relations The rate of labour unions per 100,000 enterprises was 367.99.

While the rate of union members per whole employed worker was slightly decreased from

6.99 % to 6.79%, comparing from last year. In part of employers, the rate of employers’
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associations per 100,000 enterprises was 82.36, decreasing from 87.34 comparing from last
year.

However, when we compare organization of employers and employees to number of
enterprises to see if labour relations were in good manner, The number of Labour union was
1,4 12 places, decreasing 31 places from last year. While there were 316 employers’
associations, decreasing 2 associations from last year.

Concerning labour relations problems occurred, it was found that in every 100,000
enterprises, there were 68.54 cases of labour relations problem, increasing from 61.25 cases
of last year. The causes of the problems include labour relations conflict, the rate of which
were 41.96 cases per 100,000 enterprises. While, an average of 26.58 cases of labour disputes
occurred in every 100,000 enterprises. The Ministry of Labour, by the Department of Labour
Protection and Welfare, can manage to solve labour relations problems by 71.359% of all
enterprises which faced grievances.

Labour Welfares The violation rate of Labour Protection Act in welfare (the welfare
commitite) was 2.7 1%. This means sufficient welfares were provided for workers. However,
other welfares which were not provided by the Act shall be promoted to cover more and to
reach all workers. It is found that only 4.68 9% of enterprises covering 17.929% of workers
provided such kinds of welfares.

Labour warning situation 2017 was in normal situation. All composite indexes were

in normal condition however private consumption index wore in qurater2/2017 and electric
usage wore in quarter 4/2017. The opportunity of crisis in labour market which analyzed from
insured persons under article 33 on the Social Security Act and employed and unemployed
persons from labour force survey, National Statistical Office was in normal condition. Last but
not least, There were 4 industrial sectors shown the opportunity of employment crisis
